Most of the hydroelectric power plants in Poland are located in the southern and western part of the country,

and are owned and operated by the Pumped Storage Power Plants Company (PSPP), a separate joint-stock

company that was established in December 1993 (though seven-eights of its stock continues to be held by the

Polish Power Grid Company).

The Zarnowiec Pumped Storage Power Station is a pumped-storage power station located about 7 km (4.3 mi)

south of Zarnowiec, in Puck County, northern Poland. It was constructed between 1973 and 1983 and

underwent a modernisation between 2007 and 2011, with the upper reservoir reconstructed in 2006. [4]

The Ludington Pumped Storage Plant is a hydroelectric plant and reservoir in Ludington, Michigan  was built

between 1969 and 1973 at a cost of $315 million and is owned jointly by Consumers Energy and DTE Energy

and operated by Consumers Energy. At the time of its construction, it was the largest pumped storage

hydroelectric facility in the world.
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
